Just a stone’s throw south of Churchhaven, you will discover Schrywershoek Beach House, a hidden gem

perched on the edge of a postcard-perfect lagoon. This luxurious West Coast cottage, set in an isolated spot,

captures the essence of understated elegance and rustic charm. Originally built in the vernacular style, much like

the fishermen’s cottages that dot this landscape, it is long, low-slung, and whitewashed, with small shuttered
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
